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Worm Pipefish           Greater Pipefish    Deep-snouted Pipefish 
Slim, short upturned snout.      Rigid body rings, bump behind head. Laterally flattened snout, rigid rings 
 

   
Bluemouth        Red Scorpionfish         Red Gurnard 
Deep blue inside mouth and gills.    Colour varies, fleshy flaps on lower jaw.   Vertically enlarged scales on LL. 
 

    
Streaked Gurnard        Tub Gurnard   Grey Gurnard (red) 
Blunt head, vertical skin creases.      Large, normally blue, pectorals.      Clear stripes on flanks, blotch on dorsal. 
 

     
Comber        Almaco Jack      White Sea Bream 
A small grouper        One of 3 possible amberjacks    Incisor teeth, striped 

     
Red Sea Bream (= Black Spot)   Couch’s Sea Bream      Gilthead Sea Bream 
Rounded head, small teeth.      Steep head, big teeth, white tips to tail.  Gold between eyes, large teeth. 
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
